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Cartography, often labeled in the past as an instrument 
of fi ation to facilitate appropriation of territory by 
established power structures (Harley, 1989), becomes a 
counter tool for anti-systemic movements.

The maps we focus on though go a step further, 
explicitly made with the intent to apply movement 
politics and thinking to the mapmaking process: from 
conception, to research, to design, to production, to 
distribution. These movement politics include an 
emphasis on participatory or direct democracy, a deep 
suspicion of social hierarchies, and a critique of state-
centric thinking and politics. Activist groups in this 
sense take seriously some of the conclusions of the 
critical cartography sub� eld. If ‘‘maps provide the very 
conditions of possibility for the worlds we inhabit and 
the subjects we become’’ (Pickles, 2004) then the 
mapping process itself becomes a site of politics. 
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Following years of emigration and inability to 
renew the city center, Karlovac is almost 
deserted / New Humanism for the Renaissance 
Star Manifesto has been rediscovered during the 
crisis / in line with the Manifesto new 
infrastructures, p2p energy exchange, universal 
basic income, direct democracy… are being 
implemented / city system is being merged with 
urban nature / space is no longer de� ned by 
specific function but by open protocols, it is not 
determined by a stable use such as housing, 
working, leisure, but by real-time recon� gurations 
depending on activities.
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
